Objectifs:

The aims of this course are the following:
- To develop students' close reading skills, learned in the first-year Introduction to Literature course.
- To pursue in more depth a specific genre, period, or theme in modern literary history
- To improve expository and critical writing skills, notably through class participation and through reader-response papers
- To improve research-paper writing skills, notably by peparing on oral presentation based on a critical article, and by learning how to integrate
secondary criticism into a longer essay

Contenu:

Few other periods or genres in English and North American literature are as rich and exciting as modern American poetry. In this seminar we
will examine a variety of poetic movements, styles and thematic explorations, as well as points of commonality, in a series of poets from Walt
Whitman and Emily Dickinson to the present. We will ask how these poets imagined their work and responded to each other, to their
socio-cultural contexts, and to the geography and history of their nation.

Forme de l'évaluation:

Ev. Interne : one in-class poetry recitation and weekly journal responses to reading (20%) ; two shorter essays (4-6 double-spaced pages each)
(80%).
