Contenu

This course intends to show how the philosophy of mind allows for a systematic treatment of some of our central folk psychological concepts:
perceptual states (seeing, feeling), thoughts, imaginings, conative sates (desires, wishes, intentions), psychological dispositions (inclinations,
tendencies, traits), consciousness (reflexivity and phenomenology). The course aims at shedding light on the nature of these concepts, how
they differ and relate to one another. Starting with common sense, we will try to answer the following questions: What are mental states? How
do mental states represent the outside world? How to understand consciousness and what challenges it poses to contemporary research? Can
the mind act on the world, and if so, how? Are we more than the set of our psychological states? How do we know ourselves?
